Sojourner Truth was born into slavery in New York.  After being freed by the New York State Emancipation Act, she went around the country giving speeches about the horrors of slavery.  In 1844, she joined the Northampton Association of Education and Industry in Massachusetts. Founded by abolitionists, the organization supported religious tolerance as well as pacifism.  Sojourner Truth was also a well-known as a women’s rights leader.
