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· Don’t Get Overwhelmed By One Question

Not everyone knows everything.  If you are having trouble with one question do not let it cloud your focus for the next question. 
Negative Thoughts Lead To Negative Results-Let it go and do well on this question.
· Try To Think Of The Answer Before Looking At the Choices

· Use The Process of Elimination

Eliminate choices that you know are not possible answers.
Test questions often include obviously wrong answers.  It will be much easier to find the correct answer among 2 or 3 choices rather than 4 or 5.
· Use The Test Paper

If you are allowed to write on the test, do so.  Cross out any answers you know are wrong answers.  It will make the process of elimination much easier.
Use pencil and cross out the letter only just in case you read the question wrong.
Outlining/Preparing for Essays works-Why not do the same for multiple choice questions.  If you know a special way to remember information, write a quick reminder to yourself on the test.
· Read All Choices
· Go With Your Instincts

The first answer you think of is often the correct answer.
· Block Out The Rest Of The World

6 multiple choice questions on one page means 6 questions, 24 choices and hundreds of words.  It can be distracting and overwhelming.  Use a scrap of paper to block out those questions so you can focus on the one question you are working on.
