The Case of Violet Sanford


A police officer driving down Main Street in her patrol car heard a report on her radio that a jewelry store on the next street had just been robbed.  Turning the corner, she observed Violet Sanford running down the street.  She quickly pursued the running woman, first in her car and then on foot.  She caught Violet at the end of the block and stopped her for questioning.  She took Violet’s purse away from her and searched it, finding a pair of pearl earrings in a jewelry box.  She then informed Violet she was under arrest.


Violet was taken to the county jail and booked, but no one would tell her what she had done wrong.  Bail was set at $500,000.  Violet said she could not afford a lawyer, so she was told she would have to defend herself.  Her trial date was set for nine months later, and she was placed in a jail cell immediately.


On her trial date, Violet was brought to the courtroom to face the judge.  Only the bailiff and the arresting officer were present for the trial.  The officer told the judge that she had talked to witnesses who had seen Violet in the jewelry store.  Violet asked to question these witnesses, but she was told they were not available.  The judge found Violet guilty and sentenced her to twenty-five years in the state penitentiary.
